Thursday, May 17: Last day of school, NOON Dismissal 

Friday-Saturday, May 18-19:  State Track 

Tuesday-Wednesday, May 22-23:  State Golf 



On March 1st, the Lady Flyers took on 

the Riverside Chargers in the first 

round of Girls State Basketball down in 

Lincoln. The Flyers didnôt waste any 

time and certainly showed no mercy to 

the #7 ranked Chargers. The Flyers 

outscored the Chargers 15-2 in the first 

quarter and didnôt let them through 

with any easy points. The Chargers, 

however came back to score 14 in the 

next quarter while the Flyers only out-

scored them by one, with 15, leaving 

the half-time score at 30-16. The battle 

continued into the third quarter where 

the Flyers again held the Chargers to a 

cool seven points, versus the 22 they 

managed to score. The Chargers fought 

hard to outscore the Flyers in the last 

quarter, when the younger Flyer girls 

got to experience playing at a state 

championship. The final score was 68-

41, with the Flyers advancing to the 

next round of state, to play #3 Exeter-

Milligan. 

 

On Friday, the Lady Flyers took on the 

Exeter-Milligan Timberwolves at the 

Bob Devaney Center and continued 

their winning streak by starting out the 

game closely, but eventually beating 

the Timberwolves by 16 points. This 

win would push the Lady Flyers to 

their final game, in the Pinnacle Bank 

Arena to play the #1 ranked Falls City 

Sacred Heart Shamrocks. This match 

was a very exciting game, with both 

teams matched very evenly. The Flyers 

fought hard against the Shamrocks, but 

fouling gave the Shamrocks a lead 

which the Flyers couldnôt gain back. In 

the fourth quarter, with only seconds to 

remain, the Flyers were down by 6 

points and just couldnôt get back the 

lead. The Flyers lost, 57-51, taking the 

runner-up trophy. Both teams left it all 

on the court, but only one could win.
