Many of us, including myself,
are still reeling from the information from the Archbishop and the Archdiocese concerning the
closing of St. Francis 7-12 and Holy Family 7-12 schools and a new entity being created.

I know there are millions of questions running through people’s minds. Many are ones that even
I, at this point, do not have answers to. What I can tell you is that the process that we will go
through is set up by the Archdiocese. The first piece to be taken care of is gathering a few people
from each community to form a transition team. This team will help me and the administration
formulate the best path when it comes to this process.

These can be sent to either of the principals of St. Francis or Holy Family Schools by January 1.
